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The way a child dresses him/herself influences his/her behaviour. Brighton State School has an 
appropriate dress code we would like to remind you of.  
This has been implemented to: 
· Promote a sense of identity and pride 
· Promote equality amongst students 
· For student security. School uniforms mean students are easily identified. 
Children are required to wear the correct uniform each day. The uniform is expected to be kept in a 
clean, neat and correct fashion.   Should students be unable to wear the uniform due to an unusual 
circumstance, parents are asked to send a note with an explanation with the student that day.  
 

DAILY SCHOOL UNIFORM 
Students have an option of either the Formal or Sports uniform. Items which do not contain the 
school logo should be of the correct colour and feature no brand names. 
JUMPERS – must be RED or BLACK or the SCHOOL JACKET. 
SHOES 
Shoes are to be kept neat and tidy. Socks should be worn with shoes. For safety reasons, laced 
shoes must be tied tightly. Laces are to be the same colour as the shoe. Shoes and socks MUST be 
worn at all times. 
JEWELLERY/COSMETICS 
The wearing of jewellery is to be limited to one earring per ear lobe (sleeper or plain stud). No rings, 
bracelets or necklaces should be worn other than necklaces for religious/medical purposes. There is 
to be no body piercing. Make up is not permitted and nail polish must be clear. 
HAIR 
Hair should be kept neat and tidy. Long hair should be tied back. Hair accessories should be in 
school colours. 
HATS 
 The school adopts the “No hat, No play” policy.  Hats should be wide brimmed in black or red. 
 Hats should not be worn indoors.
