Do you want free reading help for your child?

Each year with the help of the Smith Family Brighton Primary School is able to
participate in a unique reading support program that is free of any cost. So,
are you happy with how much your child is reading? Do you have a phone on
at home? Can you help your child to commit to reading 3 times a week? The
program runs for about 2 terms and participants enjoy having a buddy reader.
Student2student is a telephone reading program that works by pairing
students who are behind in reading development with older student mentors.
A recent evaluation of the program revealed 85% of participants surveyed had
improved their reading

The student2student program involves three groups of participants

1. Students in Years 3 to 7 who want additional support to improve their
reading.

2. Mentors with good literacy skills who are at least two years older than
the student with whom they are paired and who are trained by The
Smith Family to develop literacy skills in others.

3. Mentor supervisors who provide support for up to 10 mentors, helping
them with problems and ensuring that mentors are following the correct
process for mentoring students.

The mentor telephones the student two to three times a week for at least 20
minutes. Books are sent to the younger and older student by the Smith Family
and all postage is covered by them.

The student reads to the mentor who uses the skills learnt in their training to
assist the student with their reading.

The mentor keeps a simple record of each phone contact and reports
progress to a mentor supervisor fortnightly.

So if you want to help your child this is an inexpensive way to get support and
requires little effort from you. If you are interested please collect and complete
and leave a form at the Office.
